Bhawan with daily OPD with different specialties. Our doctors visit Nishkam Bhawan 
for each stream on hourly basis and Nishkam charges very nominal consultation fee, 
subscribed cost of medicines and clinical lab tests. Besides  this free medical services 
are rendered to the needy and deserving patients, having medical cards issued to 
them.

2017-March 2017 were 100+ in various job oriented courses  including 21 new 
students who got enrolled during this Quarter. During the Quarter under report, 
concessions in course fee amounting to Rs. 6300/- were given to needy students.

TUITION CENTRE Dedication and quality teaching imparted by devoted, 
professional and committed t eachers at the Nishkam Tuition Centre has resulted 
good result for the students.

MUSIC CENTRE The Nishkam Music Centre affiliated to Prayag Sangeet Smiti, 
Allahabad and having latest musical instruments, is doing its level best to provide 
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Instrumental and Vocal music training. At present, the Centre has been providing 
music coaching to a total of 54 as given in table 1.  

LIBRARY FACILITIES AT NISHKAM BHAWAN The process of renewal of Library 
Membership Cards of all the users, started from the first quarter of the year 2017, 
has continued till the last quarter of 2017 and encouraging trend has been seen in 
the utilization of Library facilities. During this quarter, a total of 72 Membership 
Cards have been renewed and 14 new Membership Cards have been made. As per 
daily record of visitors utilizing the Library facilities, a total of 2599 children visited 
the Library and referred to books/magazines available in the Library.  Besides daily 
utilization of library facilities in the Nishkam premises, 868 children got books issued 
for reading at their homes.

MATA GUJRI SUKH NIWAS (MGSN) - (An orphanage & Old Age Home)  , KHARAR 

Mata Gujri Sukh Niwas (MGSN) - a home for orphan children & senior citizens - is 

located on Chandigarh-Ludhiana National Highway at Khanpur (Kharar) Punjab. At 

present, MGSN is providing shelter and education to 31 orphan children & shelter 

to 18 senior citizens who are neglected by their families. Being one of the major 

projects of Nishkam, MGSN is giving boarding and lodging facilities free of cost 

besides giving free education to children. There is a hospital also for routine 

checkup of children and elders. The recurring monthly expenses of approx. Rs.1.20 

lacs for this project are being met by Nishkam Headquarter. This project is having 

adequate staff and affairs of Sukh Niwas are being looked after by a local Project 

Committee appointed by Nishkam from time to time. The Students are getting 

education in public school at Kharar. The children of Sukh Niwas are sponsored by 
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esteemed donors by paying monthly donation of $40 ($ 480 annually) or Rs. 2000 

per month.

Council (Regd.), New Delhi ; Yamuna Nagar Centre of the Council has been serving

and a half decade without any discrimination. Yamuna Nagar Centre extends service 
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to the poor, needy and deserving people where Medical Centre, Clinical lab, Dental 

Health Care Clinic and Computer centre are in place. 

With the blessings of Akal Purakh, the numbers of students who have joined the 

Nishkam Computer Centre during this Quarter have increased. Similarly, number of 

ECGs conducted and the number of Medical Tests conducted at the Clinical Lab has
